A cat is NOT an effective method
of rat control.

a quarter, rats do in
fact have a skeletal

system.

While they probably
won't refuse cheese,
rats generally prefer

grains, fruits,
vegetables, & seeds.

Because of the risk of disease, the damage they can cause,
and rapid reproduction rates, it's best to leave rat control to
the professionals - and rodent control experts can determine

the best way to keep them out for good.
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
